Last Will and Testament of James Forbes Keays
A memorial (registered 12 Oct1847) of a will (originally made in 1832).

“In the name of God Amen, I, James Keays of Augusta in the District of Johnstown being of sound disposing mind and memory I thank God, do make and declare this my last will and testament in manner following (that is) I leave my land being East half of Lot no 23 in the 10th Concession of this township of Augusta aforesaid in the Province of Upper Canada to my beloved wife Eliza Amelia Keays in trust and for the support of my three children during her widowhood only, and after that it is to become the joint property of my two sons – John Leslie Keays and William Jeremiah, for which they are to support their sister Eliza Keays, until she gets married. Together with 300 acres that I am entitled to for my service in the Ryl Engineers Dep’t. to be equally divided between my three beloved children as well as all the personal estate that there and there may be. I hereby also appoint my beloved wife executrix and the Reverend Wm. Blakey of Augusta.

In testimony whereof I have hereunto set my hand and seal this (   space left blank      ) in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and thirty two”

Which said will is witnessed by Roger Percival and by Benjamin McAdam James, both of Oxford, Yeomen, and by William James of Augusta, Yeoman and this memorial is required to be registered by Eliza Amelia Keays, one of the divisees in said will mentioned.
